In 2017-18 we employed people with a range of skills. Our staff 
team is growing and we are working with more people as public 
advisors and consultants than ever before.

We continue to grow the number of panels that are made up of 
people with personal experience of the topic being studied with 
universities across England. These are know as Lived Experience 
Advisory Panels (LEAPs).

Currently 102 people are part of a LEAP.In 2017-18, we were involved in developing proposals to secure 
funding and start new research projects.

We raised £400,000 in 
project grants.

We developed and sought funding for 

43 projects.

We worked on a total of 38 projects 
last year. Of these projects, 24 projects 
had researchers on the team with 
personal experience of mental health 
problems; whom used peer research 
methods working with people with 
personal experience of mental health 
issues as members of the team.

We secured funding for  

20 projects and have started 
13 of them already.
